For this project you must:

1. Select 7 songs that motivate you or bring about certain emotions. Consider the different motivation theories, intrinsic and extrinsic motivation, Maslow Hierarchy of Needs, and other concepts that apply to motivation and emotion. Please keep these songs school appropriate with no explicit lyrics. The clean versions of songs are acceptable.


2. Print out the lyrics for each song and attach a well-developed coherent paragraph explaining the effects of this particular song on your motivation and/or emotions.  You must write one paragraph per song.  You must use at least seven terms from this chapter in total in the 7 paragraphs to demonstrate your understanding of the material.


3. Method: (you must do both)
a. Burn a CD with these songs on it and an accompanying list of tracks on the disc. Be creative with the CD cover!

b. Create a PREZI or PowerPoint including the emotions that the song describes and the video for the song. You must choose appropriate songs that have appropriate videos as well. If the video is not school appropriate, you may include the clean version of the song and put a still cover or image that will display while the song plays.
